1. Undertaking the Grant Activity

1.1 The Grantee agrees to use the Grant and undertake the
Grant Activity in accordance with this Agreement.

1.2 The Grantee must meet the eligibility requirements
relating to the National Redress Scheme' set out under the
relevant grant opportunity guidelines at all times during the
term of this Agreement.

2. Acknowledgements

The Grantee agrees to acknowledge the Commonwealth’s
support in any material published in connection with this
Agreement and agrees to use any form of acknowledgment
the Commonwealth reasonably specifies.

3. Notices

The Grantee agrees to promptly notify the Commonwealth
of anything reasonably likely to affect the performance of the
Grant Activity, including any actual, perceived or potential
conflict of interest which could affect the Grantee’s
performance of this Agreement and to take action to resolve
the conflict.

4. Payment of the Grant

4.1 The Commonwealth agrees to pay the Grant to the
Grantee in accordance with this Agreement.

4.2 The parties agree that the amount of the Grant is
inclusive of any GST payable and the Grantee agrees to
pay all taxes, duties and government charges in connection
with the performance of this Agreement. The Grantee must
on request provide the Commonwealth with a tax invoice
before the Commonwealth is obliged to pay any amount
under this Agreement.

4.3 Where applicable, the parties acknowledge and agree
that they are each registered for GST purposes, have each
quoted their Australian Business Number to the other and
must notify the other of any changes in their GST status.

12. Appropriately qualified personnel

The Grantee must ensure that appropriately qualified
personnel are engaged to undertake agreed activities where
applicable.

13. Licences and approvals

The Grantee must ensure that all persons engaged to work
on the Grant Activity obtain and maintain all relevant
licences, registrations or other approvals required by
applicable laws or as directed by the Commonwealth,
including but not limited to police checks, Working With
Children checks and Working with Vulnerable People
checks. The Grantee must ensure that any subcontract
entered into by the Grantee for the purposes of this
Agreement imposes these same obligations on the
subcontractor and requires the subcontractor to include
these obligations in any secondary subcontracts.

14. Dispute resolution

14.1 The parties agree not to initiate legal proceedings in
relation to a dispute unless they have tried and failed to
resolve the dispute by negotiation.

14.2 The parties agree to continue to perform their
respective obligations under this Agreement where a
dispute exists.

14.3 The procedure for dispute resolution does not apply to
action relating to termination or urgent litigation.
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15. Termination for default

The Commonwealth may terminate this Agreement by
notice where it reasonably believes the Grantee:

a. has breached this Agreement; or

b. has provided false or misleading statements in their
application for the Grant; or

c. has become bankrupt or insolvent, entered into a
scheme of arrangement with creditors, or come under
any form of external administration.

The Commonwealth will not be required to make any further

payments of the Grant after the termination of the

Agreement.

16. General provisions

16.1 A party is not by virtue of this Agreement an employee,
agent or partner of the other party.

16.2 This Agreement may only be varied by the parties’
signed written agreement.

16.3 Clauses 5 (Spending of the Grant), 6 (Repayment),

7 (Record keeping) 9 (Grant Activity material), and 17
(Assets) survive the expiry or termination of this Agreement.
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16.4 This agreement is governed by the law of the
Australian Capital Territory.

17. Assets

17.1 In this clause 17 Asset means any item of property or
equipment purchased, leased, created or otherwise brought
into existence wholly, or in part, with the use of the Grant,
excluding intellectual property rights.

17.2 In this clause 17 Dispose means to sell, mortgage or
encumber, lease or sublease, assign or otherwise transfer
or give up ownership or the right to occupy or use, or to
enter into an agreement to do any of the preceding acts.
